The BRHA specialty plate has been a ongoing fundraiser since 2013, and raised $61,580 to
date. The revenue it generates each year is substantial to our annual budget.

The state requires that we maintain at least 400 new or renewed plates per year in order to
continue in the MVD Program, and we thank everyone who has either purchased a new plate
or renewed their plate in 2022. For each new purchase or renewal $20 is donated to BRHA
and in 2022 that amounted to $7,540 in funds that we have used to keep our doors open and
the animals cared for.

i 279 Good OI Thane first came to our shelter as a stray on 9/30/22 and we were able to find his owner, however
she decided that the shelter was best place for him to be, so she surrendered him 2 days later. Thane is a 75Ib Pit mix,
just shy of his 7th birthday, and has a smile that will melt your heart. Despite his age, he has the heart of a puppy, and
loves to play fetch until your arm is sore. Tom, his foster Dad, says that it didn’t take more than a couple walks to know
that Thane was a special dog with a lot of love to give. Thane stayed in the shelter for a couple months until his first
sleepover in January. That wasn't a good fit, but he tried another family in February. That too just wasn'’t quite what he
needed, so he tried a third time at the end of March, but again, he was too much dog for a smaller yard. Feeling down
on his luck, Thane became depressed and was starting to think his family wasn't out there.

The BRHA staff and volunteers could tell he was losing his spark, but we could also tell he was developing
more and more of a limp on his hind leg. Seeing his friend sink lower and lower, Tom knew he had to do something.
Tom knew the shelter was not the place where Thane would thrive, and decided he would open his home to the dog he
was quickly becoming best friends with. However, Thane still had a long road ahead of him.

St Francis Vet Hospital, in Darby, generously donated an X-ray to see what was causing the limp, and found
that Thane has the dog equivalent of a torn ACL. It appears to be an older injury that has healed enough, but the only
correction is to have a major ligament surgery at a specialist in Missoula.

In the meantime, Thane has been living on a warm bed, with all the balls to chase as he wants, constantly be-
ing loved on by Tom. Thane’s surgery will cost upwards of $5,000, and the BRHA's medical Dani Fund will match the
donations raised for the surgery, so that Thane can live out the rest of his life pain-free and running until Tom can’t throw
a ball any more. Once the surgery is completed, Tom has pledged that he will nurse and rehab Thane back to his hap-
py, dopey self, and then finalize his adoption and give Thane his forever home.

If you can find it in your heart to help, any donation goes a long towards getting Thane the surgery he greatly
needs. Tom and the Bitter Root Humane Association can’t wait to see Thane get his big goofy smile back! If you’d like
